PRIDE Parade Need to Know
❖ NO FIREWORKS – These are illegal – Fire 

Dept  will be present to inspect all entries –
Fire  Dept will be present along Parade 
route to  ticket violations to fire safety on-
site

❖ Don’t overcrowd your float/vehicle

❖ Don’t overheat your vehicle – don’t idle 
with  the vehicle on

❖ Do NOT THROW items

We work extensively with
LVMPD, CLV, and private
security for event safety.

- Dial 311 for
non-emergency

- Dial 911 for emergency
Our #1 threat is a vehicle – if you see  

something call 911 or 311 Immediately

Pride 2024 – Safe and Secure Pride

 Know Before You Go
 Plan your trip from start to finish
 Familiarize yourself with the event
 Check your route (and parking!)
 Go with a group

 Upon Arrival
 Observe + Orient
 Develop situational awareness
 Understand your options

 During the Event
 Improvise – Adapt – Overcome
 Communicate
 Maintain your awareness
 Trust yourself

 Departure
 Stay together
 Stick to the plan
 Ask for help if you need it

Pride 2024 – Safe and Secure

 Run – Hide – Fight
 Decide relative to the imminence of the threat
 Is it possible to run or hide?
 Must I fight now?
 Fight – Run – Hide

 Commit to the action
 Execute the action

 Keep evaluating the situation

 Modify your action

Pride 2024 – Safe and Secure

 Run
 Disengage: Break contact entirely from the hostile actor to seek cover and  

concealment
 Displace: Move from one position to another

 Hide
 Cover: Protection from hostile actions
 Concealment: Hidden from observation by hostile actor(s)

 Fight

We LOVE you ALL EQUALLY

EVERYONE asks for their princess 
placement - that means we can’t do 
special assignments - it’s not personal 
and there are honestly no bad spots

Parade was OVER before 10pm last 
year - all spots will get featured a bit 
more at the Stage and Fremont St.



Don’t Forget
❖ Check In between 4:00 and 6:00 with 

your  street captain

❖ Number placement on passenger side so 
judges  can see it

❖ Please follow all instructions from Parade 
Team  and Police/Security!

❖ Please keep in order - Street Captain will be 
your cue to start!

❖ Have Fun! Show your PRIDE!

Vehicles / Floats
- Max height is 16’
- Needs to make a turn
- Must be street legal while not on the Parade route 

(before  and after the Parade)
- NO FIRE
- DO NOT OVERCROWD
- DO NOT IDLE YOUR VEHICLE WHILE STAGING
- BE SAFE

Parking
There is no parking allowed at the staging area -
anyone who parks in private parking areas will 
be  towed or booted!

We suggest parking at:
- Fremont Experience/Neonopolis
- 500 S Grand Central Parkway
- USE THE LOOP SHUTTLE



Meeting at Staging 
Area ❖ Road closure begins at 3pm and roads 

are  closed at 5pm

❖ Check in early and communicate to your  
group your assigned staging area to 
meet  you there

❖ There is no parking in the staging area

❖ Parking at Clark County Government  
Center is nearby and avoids most 
closures

❖ Walking is an option – use The 
Downtown  LOOP

❖ Additional Paid Parking downtown is 
an  option (check times and pay –
parking  may be at a cost and we do 
not control)



SUGGESTED FREE Parking
Park at Clark County Government Center  
500 S Grand Central Parkway
Ride Downtown Loop or walk to staging area

At Check In
❖ Check with your street  captain 

on your assigned  street and be 
sure to know  your neighbors 
and stay in  order

❖ Check in will open at  
4:00pm for all entries

❖ Check in will close at 6:00  anyone 
after 6:00 will be  bumped to the 
back of the  parade.

❖ Parade begins roughly at  
7pm

❖ You will receive your
Number to display at
checkin

❖ ONLY ONE MEMBER OF YOUR TEAM needs to check in BY 6pm
❖ PARADE STARTS AT 7pm – YOU MUST BE READY TO GO



Staging Area Details
❖ You will be assigned a staging area (posted on Parade Page)
❖ Your team can meet you at your staging area
❖ When Parade begins, you will be directed to pull onto the  

route (northbound on 4th Street)
❖ PLEASE – Stay in order – go slow – be safe

Wheel Walkers

❖ This is your group’s safety Captain
❖ They watch the vehicle’s path for  

obstacles and safety concerns
❖ MINIMALLY ONE PER VEHICLE

Contingent Leader
❖ One or more leader that YOUR GROUP  

KNOWS IS THE LEADER AND POINT OF  
CONTACT

❖ They’re in charge of your group

ITS LIKELY THAT THIS IS THE SAME PERSON FOR 
BOTH ROLES

JUDGE
❖ Norma at 4th and Fremont - will announce you 

and  engage

Parade Performance
❖ You may perform in motion during the parade procession
❖ You may perform for up to 60 seconds at the PARADE STAGE for judges
❖ Other than at the Parade Stage, you must keep gaps to a minimum and 

perform  in-motion
❖ You may engage with the announcers and strut/perform in-motion in 

these  locations
❖ FIRE AND THROWING ITEMS IS A DISQUALIFICATION

❖ Vehicles that may leave shall proceed ahead on 4th 

Street
❖ Vehicles / floats that need time to reset to 

street  legal will ENTER the DTC Lot at 4th and 
Stewart  (behind MOB Museum) to reset and exit

❖ Walkers should return to vehicles and exit the area on  
Stewart
